Rotary Club of Clayton Valley/Concord Sunrise

The Rotary Club of Clayton Valley/Concord Sunrise was established in May 1987. The 46 club members are professional men and women who work as volunteers to improve the quality of life in their community and worldwide. The current president is Richard Bailey, a Mortgage Loan Broker; the president elect is Troy Petty, a retired banker. The group is one of more than 30,000 Rotary clubs in more than 162 countries. Rotary is an organization of some 1.2 million business and professional men and women that provide humanitarian service and helps further international goodwill and peace. The Rotary motto is "Service Above Self."

Club Community service projects include support of the Barbara Milliff We Care Center, Concord High School and several community as well as worldwide projects.  Past projects have included Christmas in April, Cambridge Center with a new fence and a ton of chickens for their food program.  Habitat for Humanity as well as special programs for the preschool program.  The club also has a literacy program to distribute hundreds of dictionaries to local school children.

The club also has a regular park improvement committee at Markham Park in Concord and the Community Trail clean up in Clayton.  Those projects are expected to continue.  Several members also take part in career days at Pine Hollow and other local schools.  Other members are involved in Project Read where they go and read or listen to elementary school children.  Rotary Clubs determine their own community service projects based on local needs.

Service to youth projects includes High School scholarships, Leadership Training Camp, Business Training Camp and assistance with Grad-Night and every 15-Minute program activities.  Several members support Scouting activities; others are involved in KAPOW (Kids And Power Of Work).

Vocational service includes visits to members businesses for a better understanding that each business, large or small play and important part of our community.  Rotarians also are called upon at times at club meetings to share the route they took to get into the business they are in.

International service projects have been special programs with Rotary International and the Rotary Club of Arequipa, Peru to fund training for homeless and street teens to become home builders and another Rotary Club in Colombia to provide scholarship to needy deaf students to the country's only deaf school.  Major assistance was also provided to help Antioch Rotarian Dr. James Tysinger with an Eye Clinic Project in Somalia, Africa.  

Our club also sponsored a Rotary Foundation Scholar, Abby Collins from the Contra Costa Times.  She attended the University of Cape Town and was hosted by the Rotary Club of Cape Town, South Africa.  Abby, became very active in Rotary activities there with special programs she created for children in Cape Town.  She was married in Cape Town in the Spring of 2002 and returned to her Oregon home to start a new life.
